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Resolutions of ISO/TC 224 plenary meeting held on April 15th and 16th  in Daejeon (Korea)

Resolution 10

TC 224 suggests to have at the African forum a presentation of TC activities, a presentation of African problems and cases studies and presentation from WHO and World Bank.

The forum will take place in Marrakech on the 24th of September 2004 and will be organized by ONEP (Morocco) with the collaboration of PS Eau (France).

An African member of the TC participating to the forum will be nominated in order to report to the TC on conclusions and proposals from African countries.

Resolution 11

ISO/TC 224 resolves to hold its next meeting in Morocco (Rabat) on the 27/28 and 29 September 2004 and thanks the Moroccan delegation for this invitation.

The agenda of this meeting will be focused on :

- Considering the result of the internal consultation (see resolution 2)

- Considering the conclusions and proposals resulting from the Latin-American forum, African forum and possible Asian forum

- Providing broad guidance to the WGs for the further development of their drafts .

The TC anticipates that the WGs would meet as soon as possible after Rabat to finalize their drafts.

Resolution 12

TC suggests to invite developing countries (members or non members of ISO/TC 224) involved in the various forum to participate to the next TC meeting.

The reporters of the various forum will propose countries to participate with the agreement of the TC secretariat.

Resolutions of ISO/TC 224 4th plenary meeting held on September 26th to 29th in Rabat (Morocco)

Resolution 12

The TC decides to create a “Developing countries” ad hoc group who will :

· propose adaptations for the definitions and PI’s chosen by the different WGs to fit with the situation in developing countries ;

· study the development of a user’s guide for the developing countries ;

· list and define precisely the different kinds of water supply and wastewater services in developing countries and to link them to types of services described in the WGs drafts.

The TC secretariat will ask all P members, O members of the committee and organizations in A liaison to propose experts for such a group.

Resolution 13

The TC decides to appoint Mounir Zouggari as convenor of the Developing countries ad hoc group.

Resolution 14

The TC supports the suggestion of the developing countries to undertake a test of the draft standards in some cities from developing countries in conjunction with associations of professionals and local authorities, before the DIS Enquiry (July 2006).

Resolution 16

The TC thanks the developing countries for the comments made on the drafts as a result of the fora, the internal consultation and Rabat workshops. These comments will be incorporated into the minutes of the TC meeting (see annex 3). The TC notes that these will be taken into consideration by the WGs before delivering the drafts to the editing group.

Resolution 17

The TC resolves to request the ad hoc group in charge of drafting the introduction (see resolution 5 taken in Daejeon) to follow up this task considering the comments provided by the member bodies and developing countries.

Resolution 18

The TC resolves to ask the ISO Council to approve the following specific procedures for ISO/TC 224 in line with the ISO global relevance of standards :

to allow participation of developing countries having interest in ISO/TC 224 work and without ISO member body in their country (subscriber or non member) in TC224 plenary meetings as observers on their own (not as part of another P member or liaison delegation).

Resolutions of ISO/TC 224 5th plenary meeting held on October 17th to 21st in Berlin (Germany)

RESOLUTION 8 (Berlin 8)

ISO/TC 224 resolves to introduce the following preliminary work item into its work programme “Guide for the application of ISO 24510, 24511 and 24512 in developing and emerging countries”.

The status of the ISO document will be decided later.

This PWI is allocated to the ad hoc group developing countries. A report on the progress of this PWI will be made by the convenor of the ad hoc group at the next ISO/TC 224 meetings.

The first step for preparing this guide will be to test the standards in some regions/cities from developing and emerging countries. The second step will be to launch a new work item for this guide on the basis of the outputs of the tests.

RESOLUTION 9 (Berlin 9)

Following up the Marrakech African Water Forum and according to the Rabat TC resolution 14, the TC invites the delegations to mobilize means and financial resources for the performance of application tests of the ISO 24510, 24511 and 24512 in certain areas in developing countries around the world, in order to achieve better and affordable water and wastewater services.

The TC supports the creation of a team outside ISO/TC 224 in order to manage the application of the tests. This team will be lead by the convenor of the ad hoc group developing countries.

Resolutions of ISO/TC 224 - 6th plenary meeting held on 2006-11-30 and 2006-12-03 in Punta Del Este (Uruguay)

RESOLUTION 15 (Punta Del Este 15)

ISO/TC 224 acknowledges the initiative taken for Africa for testing the standards (with the support of Morocco, France and WBI), and encourages the countries to develop such actions in other regions taking into account regional contexts and stakeholders interested.

The TC notes the proposal from Malaysia to organize a forum in Asia in order to promote the standards.

A workshop organized by developing countries ad hoc group will take place in conjunction with the next ISO/TC 224 meeting.
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
