Water-related ecosystems — such

as wetlands and mountains — underpin most of

the Earths natural processes. But water stress

is depleting aquifers, reducing river flows and degrading

wildlife habitats. Unless urgently addressed, this will have
devastating economic, ecological and human consequences.

213rds of the world's
population could face water stress by
2025 — with the potential to fuel social,
economic and environmental tensions
within and between countries. The impact of
climate change — droughts, floods and

ecosystem degradation — will only serve
to exacerbate resource-related unrest.
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Successfully balancing

interrelated global demands for water,
energy and food will be central to realising sustainable
development. Agriculture currently uses 707% of freshwater
supplies — and the need for water will only grow as demand for
food and energy is expected to rise by 50% and 35%
respectively by 2030. Water efficient innovations and
practices must be rolled out across all sectors to
help meet growing need without
degrading ecosystems.

1in 10 of the population

has no access to clean water. This

means a child dies from a water borne

disease every 15 seconds. The burden for

gathering drinking water falls largely on women and
girls, who spend a back-breaking 200 million hours
every day collecting it. This is time that could be spent
in school or gainful employment.
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Over 1/3
of the global
population are still without
access to an improved sanitation
facility. More than 1 billion defecate in the
open. Millions lack vital handwashing with soap
or menstrual hygiene facilities. Diarrhoeal
disease, largely caused by poor water,
sanitation and hygiene, is a leading cause of
malnutrition, stunting and child
mortality. Inadequate facilities also affect
education and economic productivity
and impact the dignity and
personal safety of
women and girls.
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Research suggests only 20% of global
wastewater is currently being treated. The rest gets dumped
untreated into water supplies — rivers, lakes and oceans. If
wastewater is drunk — as happens in many water-stressed
cities — or used directly in agriculture, the impacts for
human health, ecosystems, biodiversity and
agriculture can be considerable.
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
